 David Tvildiani Medical University Scholarship 
Tbilisi 2018
 I. General Provisions 

1. The present document defines the rule of awarding “David Tvildiani Scholarship” to the students of David Tvildiani Medical University.
2. Nominative scholarship  – is money award issued from the university budget for the students of David Tvildiani Medical University. 
3. For scholarship may pretend II – VI year students reached significant success in educational, scientific and social activities. 
4. Only one student will be chosen from each year. 
5. Scholars will be given the certificates of awarding nominative scholarship. 
II. The Rule of Appointing and Issuing the Scholarship 
1. A nominative scholarship is appointed based on the decision of competition commission (appendix 1).
2. Members of the commission are determined by Rector’s Council suggestion and approved by Rector’s decree.  
3.  The scholar will be chosen according competition rules for one academic year. Nominative scholarship will be issued monthly. 
III. The procedure and terms for choosing for competition  
1. Choosing for competition is conducted in 4 stages. 
1.1. The first stage – informative - 1 - 15 September:
Means spreading information concerning the competition in the begining of each year.  
1.2. The second stage – organizational, terms for accepting documents –16 - 25 September of yech academic year:
Means accepting documentation from the candidates of nominative scholarship. The list of documents required from the candidates of scholarship is presented in IV chapter of present regulation.  
1.3. The third stage – competition, the commission discusses candidates for scholarship once a year, on - 26 - 30 September of each year:
1.3.1. Means discussion procedure of candidates data and making decision. 
1.3.2. The commission makes decision individually for each candidate basing on voting. For assessment of the candidate the commission uses the analysis results of documents and data  presented by the candidate by which the winner of competition is revealed. It is presented in IV chapter of present regulation. 
1.4. The fourth stage – final – 01 - 07 October;
This stage means awarding nominative scholar with a certificate by the university Rector at solemn ceremony. 
IV. The documents to be presented for nominative scholarship competition 
1. The list of documents to be presented by competitors: 
1.1. Complete marksheet of corresponding academic year. 
1.2. CGPA – Cumulative Grade Point Average of corresponding year.

1.3. Documents confirming achievements in educational, scientific and social activities. 
2. If necessary the commission is authorised to requeat for additional documents.  
V. The Number of Nominative Scholars and Scholarship 
1. The nominative scholarship is awarded to one student per each year.  
2. The budget of nominative scholarship is defined for each scholar as 250 (two hundred and fifty) GEL monthly. 
VI. Criteria for Selection 
1. Key criteria for selection: 
1.1. High academic achievements (year CGPA 75 and more). Maximal number of the „best“ and „good“ assessments according current, module final exams and summative exam results.    
1.2. Documented achievements in educational, scientific and social activity. (Quantitative indicator)
1.3. Active participation in university social life. Participation and/or organization of various students organizations, associations, socially important events.  (Qualitative indicator) 
1.4.  Scientific works, publications, participation in conferences (Qualitative indicator).
2.  Minimal requirements for nomination for nominative scholarship:  
2.1.   II-VI year students;

2.2.  High academic achievements (year CGPA 75 and more).
2.3.   Have some achievements in educational, scientific and social activities.
